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Electrical Shock Hazard

Disconnect power before servicing.
Replace all panels before operating.
Failure to do so can result in death or electrical shock.

This is a service replacement that will be used in many applications. Some applications require the removal of wire
connectors from your original part and splicing of these connectors to the replacement part.

The wire strands are straight, not twisted. When the
wire nut is applied, it will twist the wires together, forming
a tight connection.
