REMOVAL: This unit has three filters. Take the upper filter out
along the arrow direction as shown in Fig. 23-A. Remove the lower
filters (A & B) as shown in Fig. 23-A. *Remove lower filter A before
removing lower filter B.

CLEANING: Wash the air filters by immersing them gently in warm water (about
104°F/40°C) with a mild detergent. Rinse the filters
and dry them in a cool, dry place.

MOUNTING: Install the upper and lower air filters after cleaning as
shown in Fig. 23-B. Be sure to use the screw for the lower filters.
NOTE: The upper grille and upper air filter are connected and cannot
be separated.

) CLEANING THE UNIT

Use a lint-free cloth soaked with mild detergent to clean the unit enclosure, rinse
thourougly and finish by using a dry, clean cloth. Never use harsh cleaners, wax or
polish on the cabinet front.

) STORING THE UNIT WHEN NOT IN USE

1. Drain the water collection tray according to the instructions in the “Water
Drainage” section.

2. Run the appliance on FAN mode for 12 hours in a warm room to dry it and
prevent mold.

3. Turn off the appliance and unplug it. Wrap the cord around the power cord
buckle.

4. Clean the air filters according to the instructions in the “Air Filter Maintenance”
section. Reinstall the clean,dry filter before storing.

5. Remove the batteries from the remote control and disconnect all hoses.

Be sure to store the unit and installation accessories in a cool, dark place.
Exposure to direct sunshine or extreme heat can shorten the lifespan of the unit.

e Be sure unit is not too large or too small for the area of the room.

o \erify that all doors, windows, curtains and any other openings are closed.
Verify nothing is obstructing the front grille of unit, such as curtains, etc.

e Allow enough time for room to cool, especially if outside temp is very high.

e Check that the filter is not dirty and louvers are open all the way and blowing in the desired
direction.

e Check that unit is set to COOL mode and that temperature is down enough (but not too low).
o [f unit is near a heat source, such as a stove, etc., relocate unit.

e |f air coming from unit is cool to the touch, then unit is working properly; please double check the
first three bullet points above.

e Try using the Follow Me feature for more even cooling.

e [f using Follow Me remote feature, move remote away from unit. (Ensure, however, that the remote
control is within 20 ft and a 180° radius of the front of the unit.)

e Unplug unit for at least 5 minutes. Follow Reset instructions on plug.

e Make sure there are enough available amps on the circuit for the air conditioner.
e Large units which run on a 230v will require a dedicated 20 or 30 amp circuit.

e Check to be sure the unit is free from debris. Verify nothing is obstructing the unit.
e Check the fan blade for cracks or chips.

¢ Make sure the window slider kit is properly and securely mounted inside
the window.

e Clean the air filter.
e Make sure unit is on a flat, level surface.

¢ Remote control not located within range. Place remote control within 20 ft and 180° radius of the
front of the unit.
